Please put the 2009 Remediation and Preventive Remediation grant on the Consent Agenda for the June 10 School Board meeting.  
The Remediation and Preventive Remediation grant is an annually recurring grant that provides $108,800 in state funding to support remediation and preventive remediation activities.  A local match (50% of state grant) of $54,400 is required for a total program of $163,200. Programs that will be funded by this grant include essential skills instruction, tutoring, and test preparation both during and after school.
